


Fine Arts

Visual Arts
ArtlI-6110
Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12

Prerequisite: None

Students may fulfill fine arts or elective requirements for
graduation by successfully completing this course.
Beginning art encompasses a wide variety of experiences,
from elements and principles of art to art history. Students
are exposed to a variety of media both two and three
dimensional, pencil, ink, charcoal, pastel, tempera,
watercolor, clay, and printmaking. Some media may vary.
The goal is for students to gain an understanding and
appreciation of art.

Art IT — Photography - 6124
Credit: 1

Prerequisite: None

This is an introductory course using black and white
photography. Students will learn how to see the world
through the camera and will explore the creative process of
photography. This course will focus on the functions of the
camera, B&W film processing, and darkroom procedures.
Special printing techniques and artistic manipulation will
also be explored. Student must own and use a SLR 35 mm
camera. Requirements: SLR 35mm camera and $100 for
supplies.

Grade Level: 10-12

Art ITI — Photography - 6134

Credit: 1 Grade Level: 10-12
Credit: Prerequisite: Art II - Photography

This advanced photography course is for students who want
to fine-tune their photography skills. Emphasis will be on
furthering explorations in the study of personal expression
and development of creative style. Alternative processes and
in-depth concepts will be explored. Students must own and
use a SLR 35mm camera. Requirements: SLR 35mm camera
and $100 for supplies.

Art — Drawing — AP - 6151

Art — 2 Dimensional Design — AP — 6152

Art — 3 Dimensional Design — AP — 6153

Credit: 1 each Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Art I, Art Il

This college level course offers a rigorous and accelerated
curriculum that prepares students to submit portfolios for
the AP Art exam for possible college credit. Critical and
creative thinking skills are developed through the
production and critical analysis of 2-D and 3-D art. Students
self determine appropriate directions in which to develop
artistic themes and media.

Drawing II - 6121
Credit: 1
Prerequisite: Art 1
Students may fulfill an elective requirement for graduation
by successfully completing this course. Students will
express ideas through original artworks, using a variety of

drawing media. They will be able to apply design skills in
creating practical applications. The students will study
historical periods, as well as, critique artwork.

Drawing III - 6131

Credit: 1 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Art I and Art II Drawing

The students will express ideas through original artworks,
using a variety of drawing media. They will be able to apply
design skills in creating practical applications. The students
will study historical periods, as well as, critique artwork.

Painting II - 6122
Credit: 1
Prerequisite: Art 1
Students may fulfill an elective requirement for graduation
by successfully completing this course. Students will
express ideas through original artworks, using a variety of
painting media. They will be able to express their thoughts
and ideas creatively, while challenging their imagination.
The student will study historical periods, as well as, critique
artwork.

Grade: 10-12

Painting III - 6132

Credit: 1 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Art I and Art Il Painting

The students will express ideas through original artworks,
using a variety of painting media. They will be able to apply
design skills in creating practical applications. The students
will study historical periods, as well as, critique artwork.

Sculpture II, I - 6123, 6133
Credit: 1 each

Prerequisite: Art 1

Students may fulfill an elective requirement for graduation
by successfully completing this course. Students will
express ideas through original artworks, using a variety of
3-D media. They will be able to express their thoughts and
ideas creatively, while challenging their imagination. The
students will study historical periods, as well as, critique
artwork.

Grade: 10-12

Ceramics II, III - 6125, 6135
Credit: 1 each

Prerequisite: Art 1

This course is an advanced course designed to study clay
construction techniques and procedures. Art lessons in hand
build construction, modeling and forming clay sculptures,
and the use of the pottery wheel will be explored.

Grade: 10-12

Print Making II - 6126
Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Art 1
Students create original prints with various processes
including stencil, monoprint, woodcut, linoleum, and
etching. The students will study historical periods, as well
as, critique artwork.

Grade: 10-12



Art History - 6130
Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Art I, Art Il
This course introduces students to the understanding,
appreciation, and enjoyment of works of art. Students will
be exposed to a general survey of art history including
architecture, sculpture, painting and other art forms with in
historical and cultural contexts. Students will examine major
forms of artistic expression from the past to the present as
well as from a variety of cultures. Students will learn to look
at works critically, with intelligence and sensitivity, and to
articulate what they see and experience.

Grade: 11-12

Dance

Fine Arts Dance I — 6511,
Credit: 1

Prerequisite: None

Dance I is designed for students with a desire to learn about
dance as an art. This course is an introduction to all basic
dance principles ( tap, ballet, jazz, hip hop, modern, lyrical,
fitness education and social dance) including terminology,
and history of all dance forms. Students will learn stretching
techniques, choreographic skills, as well as participate in
small and large group routines. They will also develop
artistic judgment, and self discipline. This class requires
specific attire and may require one out of school
performance.

Grade: 9-12

Fine Arts Dance II- 6512

Credit: 1 Grade: 10-12
Prerequisite: Dance I or placement by instructor

Dance I elaborates on the skills and concepts introduced in
Dance I. The student will be provided opportunities to
create expressive dance phrases, practice choreographic
forms, and analyze dance performances. The students will
begin to individually research dance history and culture.
This class requires specific attire and has the potential for
one required outside of school performance per semester

Fine Arts Dance ITI- 6513

Credit: 1 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Dance II or placement by instructor

Dance III elaborates on skills and concepts introduced in the
previous levels of dance class. The students will acquire
dance criticism skills through observing performances of
various companies and genres. They will learn how to work
cooperatively with others through group composition
projects. Exploration of career opportunities in dance and
other performance arts will occur. This class requires
specific attire and has the potential for one required outside
of school performance per semester.

Fine Arts Dance I'V- 6514

Credit: 1 Grade: 12
Prerequisite: Dance III or placement by instructor

Dance VI is for the advanced dancer who has mastered all of
the required elements for Dance I-III. This level of
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dance is designed to develop the artistic growth of the
dancer. Students will create, produce, and perform dance
works. The students will learn about the cultural, historic,
and artistic diversity of various dance styles. This class
requires specific attire and has the potential for one required
outside of school performance per semester.

Drill Team Preparation I — 6571/6572

Credit: 1 (1/2 PE & % Fine Arts) Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: none

The Drill Team Preparation class is designed to help students
who are planning on auditioning for the drill team. The
course covers dance, stretching, and high kick technique. It
will prepare the students enrolled in the class for drill team
auditions, and to be a member of the team. This class
requires specific attire and has the potential for one required
outside of school performance per semester. In order for a
student to receive their Fine Arts credit, they must be
enrolled in the Drill Team prep course for one year
followed by either a Dance II Fine Arts class or Drill
Team II class the following year.

Drill Team II — 6591/6592, I11- 6573/6574, IV —6593/6594
Credit: 2 PE & 2 FA/ yr Grade: 10-12
Prerequisite: Competitive selection auditions held.

The Drill Team is a performing/service organization
composed of students who are selected for membership by
auditioning for a panel of judges. This group rehearses
outside of regular school hours and meets daily. The dance
team performs at athletic events, pep rallies, contests,
community events, and shows throughout the year. This
course provides one half PE equivalent credit and one half
fine arts credit per year.

Theater Arts

Technical Theatre I, IL, III, IV — 6231, 6232, 6233, 6234
Credit: 1 each Grade: 9 -12

These courses will cover stage design, publicity, lighting,
sound, and other aspects of theatrical production in
conjunction with actual stage production. Theatre history
and careers in theatre will also be discussed.

Theatre Arts 1, I, 111, IV - 6211, 6212, 6213, 6214
Credit: 1 each Grade: 9-12

These courses will focus on performance. Special emphasis
will be given to character development, voice and diction,
and body control. This course will begin the study of theatre
history and acting styles. Directing will be studied. All
aspects of production from a technical standpoint (set
design, lights, sound, etc.) will be explored. This course
requires extended rehearsals with some after school, nights,
and weekends.
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Theater Production I, II, ITI, IV -6221, 6222, 6223, 6224
Credit: 1 each Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Director Approval

This course will focus on performance. Prior experience in
theater is necessary. Course requires extended rehearsals

Band

Band I, 11, II1, IV- 6341, 6342, 6343, 6344

Credit: 1 each Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Audition and approval by director.

Students will perform musical compositions which are
designed for concert performances. The Band performs at
UIL Concert and Sight-reading contests, and various state
and national festivals when possible. There are
opportunities for individual achievement through auditions
for district, region, area, All-State Band and through UIL
Solo and Ensemble competition. Fall semester Marching
Band is required.

Instrumental Ensemble — 6351, 6352, 6353, 6354
Credit: 1 each Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Audition

Students will perform musical compositions which are
designed for concert performances. The Band performs at
UIL Concert and Sight-reading contests, and various state
and national festivals when possible. There are
opportunities for individual achievement through auditions
for district, region, area, All-State Band and through UIL
Solo and Ensemble competition. Fall semester Marching
Band is required.

Marching Band - 6311

Credit: 2 * Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Middle School Band preferred and approval
by director.

Students perform musical compositions which are designed
for marching, parade, and concert performances. Extensive
instruction is given in marching techniques to accommodate
different performance styles. The Band performs at all
football games, participates in UIL Marching contest and
various state and national festivals when possible.
Membership in the Concert Band is required. *Fall term
only. May be used as a PE credit equivalent.

Color Guard - 6321, 6322, 6323, 6324

Credit: 1 each Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Audition and approval by director.

Students will perform flag, equipment, prop and dance
routines with the Marching Band in the fall semester. The
Color Guard performs at all events as stated in the Marching
Band descriptor. In spring semester Color Guard performs at
various state and national competitions when possible.
There are opportunities for individual achievement through
solo and ensemble competitions.

Fall term Marching Band required.
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Jazz Band I, 11, III, IV — 6331, 6332, 6333, 6334
Credit: 1 each Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Audition and approval by director.

Students will perform musical compositions which are
designed for jazz performances. Included is the study and
performance of jazz, Latin, swing, blues, and rock styles.
The Jazz Ensemble performs at school, community
functions as well as state and national festivals when
possible. Students will meet during outside-school hours.

Music

Applied Music I - 6011

Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Band Director Approval

Students will perform a mastery based curriculum on their
principle instrument. Topics will include the performance
of various fundamentals such as scales, arpeggios, etudes
and sight-reading. The students will also perform chamber
works, solo literature and TMEA All —State audition
material.

Music Theory I - 6021
Credit: 1

Prerequisite: none
Students will be required to read and understand music.
Students will define concepts of intervals, music notation,
chord structure, rhythm/meter, and musical performances
using standard terminology. Students will be asked to read
and write music that incorporates rhythmic patterns in
simple, compound and asymmetric meter; and interpret
music symbols and terms referring to dynamics, tempo and
articulation.

Grades: 9-12

Music Theory I Pre-AP - 6022

Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Read and understand music

Students will be required to define concepts of intervals,
music notation, chord structure, rhythm/meter, and musical
performances using standard terminology. Students will be
asked to read and write music that incorporates rhythmic
patterns in simple, compound and asymmetric meter; and
interpret music symbols and terms referring to dynamics,
tempo and articulation. This course will prepare students
for Music Theory II AP.

Music Theory AP - 6025
Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Music Theory I
Advanced instruction relating to Music Theory I Pre-AP and
preparation for AP test in Music Theory.

The AP Music Theory Exam is intended for secondary
school students who have completed music studies
comparable to a first-year college course in music theory. In
some cases, the AP course may reflect the content and skills
covered in one-semester college courses with an accelerated
curriculum. Curriculum includes: elements of pitch and
rhythm, construction of chords and understanding harmonic
progression and tonal harmony.

Grade: 9-12



Music History I - 6031
Credit: 1

Prerequisite: none

This class will cover music as it relates to history, society
and culture. The student will be expected to identify
melodic and harmonic parts when listening to music.
Students will also be expected to identify and describe the
uses of music in society and culture, identify music-related
vocations and avocations within the community; and define
the relationships between the content, the concepts, and the
processes the other fine arts, other subjects, and those of
music.

Grade: 9-12

Choral Music

Choir I, 11 - 6411, 6412
Credit: 1 each
Prerequisite: none
Choir I and II are developing choirs that emphasize sight-
reading, basic music skills, vocal development, vocal
blending, and music theory. Many performance and contest
opportunities are available. Previous choral experience is
not necessary.

Grade: 9-12

Choir II1, IV — 6413, 6414

Credit: 1 each Grade: 10-12
Prerequisite: Audition and director’s approval

Choir IIT and IV is the most advanced choir emphasizing
sight reading, difficult music, and demanding vocal skills.
Many performance and contest opportunities are available.
Previous choral experience is necessary.

Orchestra

Orchestra I, I1, ITI, IV — 6361, 6362, 6363, 6364

Credit: 1 each Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Instructor Approval

Members of orchestra are experienced instrumental
musicians who will focus on refining their instrumental
techniques, music reading and listening skills. Students also
learn music history and literature through performance.
They will have the opportunity to explore careers in music.
This orchestra may perform in UIL and other concert and
sight-reading contests. Students may audition for All
Region and All-State Orchestras. Students may also
participate in UIL Solo and Ensemble contests at region and
state levels. Concerts are presented throughout the year.

Grade: 9-12

The AVID elective class provides academic and social
support for students entering rigorous coursework for the
first time in their educational career. AVID I-1V provides
schools a mechanism for elevating previously middle
performing students up to completion of at least the
Recommended High School Program. Instructional activities
target skill development in areas specifically aligned with
success in rigorous courses in the foundation content areas.
These areas include a focus on writing, inquiry, collaboration
and reading (WICR strategies).
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Health

Physical Education

Health - 8021
Credit: 1/2
Prerequisite: None
In health education, students acquire the health information
and skills necessary to become healthy adults. The health
education course promotes wellness and health literacy,
encouraging positive behavior to ensure a lifetime of
health. Ten life skills are incorporated into the course
objectives of all topics. Those life skills include making
great decisions, using refusal skills, assessing your health,
effectively, setting goals, being a wise consumer, practicing
wellness, coping and using community resources. Course
fulfills graduation requirement for Health.

Grade: 9-12

Advanced Health - 8022

Credit: 1/2 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Required Health course

In Advanced Health, students are provided opportunities for
researching, discussing, and analyzing health issues. The
students will design a survey about a current health issue.
This survey will be given to high school students and the
results and information will be presented to the Advanced
Health class in a presentation format. Students enrolled in
this class should be healthy role models for other students.
The class will also be responsible for designing the
activities that take place during Red Ribbon Week.

KINE 1305 Community Health Health 8021
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Foundations of Personal Fitness - 8011

Credit: 1/2 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: None

Foundations of Personal Fitness promote lifetime personal
fitness with an emphasis on the health-related components
of physical fitness. The knowledge and skills taught in this
course include teaching students about the process of
becoming fit. The concept of wellness is the cornerstone of
this course and is exemplified by having students design
their own personal fitness program.

Physical Education - Individual Sports — 8031, 8032,
8033

Credit: 1/2 each
Prerequisite: None
The student will participate in individual sports. The
continued development of health-related fitness and the
selection of individual sport activities that are enjoyable is a
major objective of this course. Activities will basically be
noncompetitive and include aerobic activities, weight
lifting, golf, tennis, horseshoes, frisbee, washers, and
various individual activities.

Grade: 9-12

Physical Education - Team Sports — 8041, 8042, 8043
Credit: 1/2 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: None

The student will participate in team sports. Wellness and
fitness will be included in the class but the emphasis will be
on competition activities. Team sports activities may
include basketball, volleyball, flag football, soccer, ultimate
frisbee, speedball, and including competitive weightlifting.

PE Dance I- 8051
Credit: 1
Prerequisite: None
Dance 1 is designed for students with a desire to learn about
dance as an art. This course is an introduction to all basic
dance principles (tap, ballet, jazz, hip hop, modern, lyrical,
fitness education, and social dance) including terminology
and history of all dance forms. Students will learn stretching
techniques, choreographic skills, as well as participate in
small and large group routines. They will also develop
artistic judgment and self-discipline as participants in this
class. This class requires specific attire and has the potential
for one required outside of school performance per semester.
This course provides PE equivalent credit and is taught
concurrently with Fine Arts Dance

Grade: 9-12

PE Dance I1- 8052

Credit: 1 Grade: 10-12
Prerequisite: Dance I or placement by instructor

Dance II elaborates on the skills and concepts introduced in
Dance I. The student will be provided opportunities to create
expressive dance phrases, practice choreographic forms, and
analyze dance performances. The students will begin to
individually research dance history and culture. This class




requires specific attire and has the potential for one required
outside of school performance per semester. This course
provides PE equivalent credit and is taught concurrently with
Fine Arts Dance.

Credit: 1 Grade: 11-12

PE Dance I'V- 8035

Credit: 1 Grade: 12

Prerequisite: Dance III or placement by instructor

the required elements for Dance I-1II. This level of dance is
designed to develop the artistic growth of the dancer.
Students will create, produce, and perform dance works. The
students will learn about the cultural, historic, and artistic
diversity of various dance styles. This class requires specific
attire and has the potential for one required outside of school
performance per semester and is taught concurrently with
Fine Arts Dance.

*If needed, PE Dance 3 and 4 can meet during the same class
period

Drill Team PE -1 6571/6572, 11 6591/6592

Credit: 2 PE & %2 Fine Arts per year Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Competitive selection auditions held.

The Drill Team is a performing/service organization
composed of students who are selected for membership by
auditioning for a panel of judges. This group rehearses
outside of regular school hours and meets daily. The dance
team performs at athletic events, pep rallies, contests,
community events, and shows throughout the year. This half
credit course provides PE equivalent credit and can be
combined with Fine Arts Drill Team.

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Athletics

Participation in co-curricular activities is an important part
of the high school experience. Students who are in athletics
may receive a total of two state credits. Additional credits
will be in addition to those needed for graduation

Athletic Training and Managing (Boys and Girls - Fr,
JV,V)-8105, 8106, 8107

Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Approval by Athletic Trainer

Students will receive extensive training in the areas of
prevention, care, and rehabilitation of sports injuries. This
training will then be used when covering practices,
scrimmages, and competitions. Students will assist the
coach as needed in areas such as care and management of
equipment, statistics, etc. Students will be assigned to work
various sports throughout the year. This will require time
after school for workouts and competitions.

Football — 8130 (Fr), 8135 (JV), 8140 (V)

Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Grade 9 - none, grades 10-12 need coach
approval

Participants prepare for one of the three teams competing in
scheduled U.I.L. competition which lasts from September
through November. During the off-season students
participate in weight lifting, running, agilities, and
techniques days. Coaches will make player selection.

Basketball (Girls) — 8120 (Fr) 8121 (JV), 8122 (V)
Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Coach approval. This is NOT a beginner’s
course. Team size is limited to all levels and coaches will
make player selections.

This course prepares students for competitive basketball.
Participants work to improve the fundamentals that they
already possess in the area of dribbling, passing, shooting
and defense. The first semester covers fundamentals,
strategy and competitive play. The competitive season
begins in November and ends in February. During the off-
season participants will life weights, run and improve agility
and technique.

Basketball (Boys) - 8115 (Fr), 8116 (JV), 8117 (V)
Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Coach approval. This is NOT a beginner’s
course. Team size is limited to all levels and coaches will
make player selections.

This course prepares students for competitive basketball.
Participants work to improve the fundamentals that they
already possess in the area of dribbling, passing, shooting
and defense. The first semester covers fundamentals,
strategy and competitive play. The competitive season
begins in November and ends in February. During the off-
season participants will life weights, run and improve agility
and technique.
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Competitive Tennis (Coed) - 8170 (Fr), 8171 (JV), 8172
™)

Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Coach approval. This is not a beginner’s

tennis class.

This course is designed to improve stroke production and
selection for competitive play. Fall semester focuses on team
tennis format, whereas spring semester focuses on individual
tennis format and tournament play. The course is for JV and
Varsity tennis teams. Permission from the tennis coach is
required. Acceptance to the class requires additional after
school practice. Coaches will make player selections.

Cross Country (Fall) - 8180 (Fr), 8181 (JV), 8182 (V)
Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Coach Approval

During the first semester work is concentrated on the
development of long-distance running. Cross Country meets
are held on Saturday and all students are expected to attend
these meets. Coaches will make player selections

Track (Spring)- 8175 (Fr), 8176 (JV), 8177 (V)

Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Coach Approval

Students receive extensive training in the development of
track and field techniques. Spring training prepares for
competition. Coaches will make player selections

Competitive Golf (Coed) - 8146 (JV), 8147 (V)

Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Coach approval. This is not a beginner’s golf
class.

This course is designed for junior varsity and varsity, boys
and girls golf teams. Students must have golf clubs and
appropriate equipment and must be prepared to pay fees for
practice rounds and driving range. Coaches will make player
selections.

Baseball — 8110(Fr), 8111 (JV), 8112 (V)

Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Coach approval

The students are involved in weight training, conditioning,
and baseball fundamentals. Students who enroll in this
course must have been a member of the Varsity or Junior
Varsity club. During the off-season players participate in
weight lifting, running, agility, and technique days. Coaches
will make player selections.

Softball - 8161 (JV), 8162 (V)
Credit: 1

Prerequisite: Coach approval
This course prepares students for competitive softball. This
is not a beginner's course. During the off-season players will
participate in weight lifting, conditioning, and softball
fundamentals. Competitive season starts in January and goes
through April. Team sizes are limited, and coaches will
make player selections.

Volleyball (Girls) - 8185 (Fr), 8186 (JV), 8187 (V)

Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12

approval.

Activities during the
off-season include weight lifting, running, agility, and
technique days. Coaches will make player selections.

Soccer (Boys) - 8150 (Fr), 8151 (JV), 8152 (V)

Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Coach approval

Students learn the rules of soccer and develop the skills
needed to excel. Participants will work to improve the
fundamentals that they already possess in the areas of
dribbling, passing, shooting, and defense. Participants
prepare for one of three teams competing in scheduled UIL
competition which lasts from January through April.
Coaches will make player selections.

Soccer (Girls) - 8155 (Fr), 8156 (JV), 8157 (V)

Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Coach approval

Students learn the rules of soccer and develop the skills
needed to excel. Participants will work to improve the
fundamentals that they already possess in the areas of
dribbling, passing, shooting, and defense. Participants
prepare for one of three teams competing in scheduled UIL
competition which lasts from January through April.

Wrestling - (Coed) 8190, (Fr), 8191 (JV),

8192 (V)

Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Freshman, none; Sophomore-Senior, Coach approval.
Participants prepare for two teams competing in scheduled
U.LL. competition which lasts from November through
February. During the off-season students participate in
weight-lifting, running, agility and wrestling fundamentals.
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Drill Team - I-6581, 11-6582, I11-6583, IV-6584

Credit: 2 PE & %; Fine Arts per year Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite. Competitive selection (tryouts will be held in
December or March) and enrollment in Dance I after
tryouts.

The Drill Team is a performing/service organization
composed students who are selected for membership by a
panel of judges. The dance team performs at football games,
basketball games, and at various other school and
community functions. The dance team also competes in
statewide competitions held in the spring. This course
provides PE equivalent credit in the fall and fine arts credit
in the spring.

Cheerleading - 8061, 8062, 8063, 8064

Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite. Competitive selection

Cheerleaders are selected for either the freshmen (future 9th
graders) squad, the junior varsity (future 10th and 11th
graders) squad, or the varsity (future 11th and 12th graders)
squad. They perform for the entire school year at various
school functions and at all sports events. This course
provides PE equivalent credit.

Agriculture, Food & Natural Resources

Introduction to Environmental, Natural and
Agricultural Science — 7503
Credit: ¥

Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to introduce students to the field of
environmental and natural sciences through agriculture.
Students learn career development, communications, and
personal finance.

Grade: 9-10

Applied Skills in Environmental, Natural and
Agricultural Science - 7504
Credit: %3

Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to follow the introductory course
building on skills to enhance the knowledge of the
environment through agriculture; includes studies of soils,
plants, animals, construction, food science, and leadership.

Grade 9-10

Wildlife and Recreation Management - 7531

Credit: 72 Grade: 10-12
Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to allow students to examine the
importance of wildlife in the environment. Students also
learn of outdoor recreation including hunting and safety,
career opportunities and use of natural resources.

Environmental Technology - 7532
Credit: %3

Prerequisite: None

This course addresses the concepts and skills related to
components of the environment; renewable and non-
renewable natural resources; stewardship of the
environment; abuse of natural resources; environmental
laws, legislation, and regulations; environmental ethics,
responsibility and education; and implications of restoration
and conservation practices.

Grade: 10-12

Introduction to Horticulture - 7511

Credit: 73 Grade: 10-12
Prerequisite: None

Students learn about horticultural sciences, the plants used
in homes, offices, as well as landscaping, with emphasis on
technical skills, entrepreneurship, and career opportunities
in this fast growing industry.

Landscape Design, Construction & Maintenance - 7512
Credit: 73 Grade: 10-12
Prerequisite: None

Students learn to develop skills in design, construction, and
maintenance of planted areas for the beautification of
grounds for habitation and recreation.
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Horticulture I, IT — 7513, 7514

Credit: 1 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Intro to Horticulture, Horticulture Plant
Production, and or Landscape Design.

This is a lab based course which focuses on greenhouse and
nursery production, landscaping, floral design, vegetable
production as well as emphasizing leadership activities and
recording keeping practices of the horticulture industry.

Small Animal Management - 7541

Credit: 72 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: None

This course is designed provide students with an in depth
look at the care, breeding and raising of
domestic/companion animals. This course addresses the
responsibility of ownership, selection of breeds, anatomy,
health and care of domestic animals, training and handling
and genetics.

Introduction to Veterinary Assistant Technology - 7542
Credit: ¥ Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: None

In this course, students learn of the veterinary assistance
field. Students learn of animal handling, restraint, health,
safety, sanitation, surgical preparation, anatomy,
physiology, medical terminology, infectious diseases,
instrument and equipment identification, vaccine
preparation and injection techniques, laws and ethics, and
veterinary office procedures. Students learn practical skills
of communication, listening, and math as applied to the
medical setting, and reading to gain information in
performing required tasks.

Veterinary Technology I - 7543

Credit: 1 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Introduction to Veterinary Assistant

A course designed to address the skills and knowledge in
the field of veterinary science and preparing students for
careers. Students will have opportunities for clinical
experiences.

Animal Science - 7521
Credit: 2
Prerequisite: None
This course develops the student’s knowledge and
understanding of many domestic farm animals — growth,
nutrition requirements, reproduction, health and
management. This course prepares students for further
studies in veterinary medicine.

Grade: 10-12

Equine Science - 7522
Credit: %
Prerequisite: None

A course designed to develop knowledge and skills
pertaining to selection, nutrition, reproduction, health and
management of horses.

Grade: 10-12



Architecture & Construction

Construction Systems - 7202

Credit: 2 Grade: 10-12
Prerequisite: Recommended Technology Systems

Course in construction for residential and civil structures.
Students learn and experience common construction tools,
machines, materials, processes, and work on projects of
construction.

Architectural Graphics — CAD - 7008

Credit: 1 Grade 10-12
Prerequisite: Engineering Graphics or teacher approval
This is a CAD course, computer aided drafting, where
students utilize skills of residential design, architectural
styles, and construction practices. Activities focus on the
development of original working drawings and model
projects. [Tech Prep articulated course]

Introduction to Agricultural Mechanics — 7501

Credit: ¥ Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Intro to Ag Science Tech Recommended
Course offered Zero Period at HHS.

Students will be instructed on employability, use of tools
and equipment, basic wiring, basic plumbing, concrete
construction, basic carpentry, fencing methods, and use of
hot and cold metal skills using oxy-fuel welding and cutting
equipment.

PISD will provide transportation for PHS to HHS for
this zero hour course.

Agricultural Metal Fabrication — 7502

Credit: % Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Intro to Agricultural Mechanics

Course offered Zero Period at HHS.

Students will be instructed on employability,
entrepreneurship in the field of metal fabrication. Students
use various tools and will learn of the various metals and
properties used in metal joining technology and processes of
oxy-fuel equipment and metal fabrication.

PISD will provide transportation for PHS to HHS for
this zero hour course.

Arts, A/V Technology & Communications

Apparel - 7239
Credit: 72
Prerequisite: None
This course focuses on the fashion industry and the aspect
of personal apparel choices and this use of one’s apparel
dollar. It includes planning and building a wardrobe and
wardrobe care.

Grade: 10-12

Textiles - 7211
Credit: %3
Prerequisite: None
This course focuses on the history of clothing and clothing
design and construction techniques. Skills included are

Grade: 10-12
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marketing techniques and technology applications found in
the apparel industry.

Communication Systems -7212
Credit: 2

Prerequisite: None

This course focuses on communication systems used to
compose, send, receive, and interpret information and ideas.
The emphasis is on visual and electronic technology.

Grade 9-12

Agricultural Communications - 7213

Credit: ¥ Grade 10-12
Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to facilitate the development of
fundamental oral communication skills used in the
agricultural field. In this course, students deepen their
understanding of the following: communication as a process
for sending and receiving oral messages; appropriate
interpersonal communication strategies; appropriate
communication in group situations; and the preparation,
development, presentation, analysis and evaluation of
speeches. Students earn credit for Communication
Applications.

Business, Management & Administration

Business Law - 7101

Credit: 1/2 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Grade level classification

This course introduces law and the necessity of the legal
system that govern business operations in our society. This
course prepares students with the understanding to carry
concepts over into future business ownership and also for
college prep in studies for business majors.

Note: This course is paired with Legal Aspects 7056

Business Management - 7102
Credit: 1/2

Prerequisite: Computer skills
This course introduces students to basic management
concepts and leadership styles found in the business world.
Students explore managerial functions, economics and other
components of productivity in the business environment.
Students work on various projects to develop a business
plan. This course offers students a background in owning
their own business and future post-secondary studies in
various business majors.

Grade: 10-12

Agribusiness Management & Marketing - 7506

Credit: 72 Grade: 10-12
Prerequisite: None

This is an introductory course in business management in
the free enterprise system. This course covers the study of
economic principles, budgeting, record keeping, finance,
risk management, law, marketing and careers related to the
fields of agricultural and natural sciences.
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Business Ownership — 7105
Credit: 72

Prerequisite: None

This course provides theoretical base with practical and
proven techniques for planning, organizing, and operating a
business. Includes financial and organizational
consideration, market analysis and customer development,
accounting and financial records and other components of
entrepreneurship.

Grade: 11-12

International Business — 7104
Credit: 72

Prerequisite: None

This course introduces the concepts of the global market and
economy and international trade, examining the operations,
cultural differences and effects of differences on managerial
practices and international law, as well as the impact on the
domestic and global economy and foreign governmental
practices.

Grade: 11-12

Accounting I - 7121
Credit: 1
Prerequisite: None
This is an entry-level course designed to provide the
fundamental concepts of accounting. This course is a good
foundation for all students wishing to enter any business
field. For student with a determined career objective in
accounting or any business-related field, this course will
provide students with experience for post-secondary level
course work. [Tech-Prep articulated course.]

Grade: 11-12

Banking & Financial Systems - 7122

Credit: 2 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: None

Student develops a foundation in the world of banking and
finance, including all types of consumer loans. A business
simulation will allow students to experience real world
banking and financial problems and solutions.

Personal Finance/Consumer & Family Economics 7234
Credit: % Grade: 10-12
Prerequisite: None

Introduction to Health Science Technology - 7302
Credit: % Grade: 9-10
Prerequisite: Interest in Medical Careers

An introductory course of the health professions with an
overview of the therapeutic, diagnostic, environmental, and
informational systems of the industry. Focus is on career
exploration and the many fields of health care. Students will
develop a concept of health and wellness from the
perspective of a health consumer as well as a potential
professional in the health care industry. [Tech Prep
articulated course]

Medical Terminology - 7301
Credit: ¥

Prerequisite: None

A course designed to develop a working knowledge of the
language of medicine. Students acquire word-building skills
by learning prefixes, suffixes, roots, and abbreviations. By
relating terms to body systems, students identify proper use
of words in a medical environment. Knowledge of medical
terminology enhances the student’s ability to successfully
secure employment or pursue advanced education in health
care fields. [Tech Prep articulated course]

Grade: 9-10




Health Science Technology I - 7311

Credit: 1 Grade: 10-12
Prerequisites: Recommended Biology

A course designed to develop health-care-specific
knowledge and skills in effective communications, ethical
and legal responsibilities, client care, safety, first aid, and
CPR. This course prepares the student for the transition to
clinical or work-based experiences in health care. Lb
uniform may be required. Students earn credit for Health
while enrolled in this course. [Tech Prep articulated course]

Health Science Technology II -7312

Credit: 2 [Clinical Lab] Grade: 11-12
Prerequisites: HST I and teacher approval

This is a double blocked course designed to provide for the
development of multi-occupational knowledge and skills
related to a wide variety of health careers. Students will
have hands-on experiences for continued knowledge and
skill development through clinical rotations at health care
institutions three days a week. The other two days are spent
in classroom instruction learning skills and techniques of
health care professionals. Uniform required. Students will
have opportunity to earn CNA certification. [ Tech Prep
articulated course]

Pharmacology — 7304

Credit: %3 Grade: 12

Prerequisite: Recommended HST I, Biology & Chemistry
This course provides students with knowledge and skills in
the classification and study of pharmacological agents to
understand the treatment, care, and restoration of the client’s
health. Students will explore the practical applications of
mathematics related to the disease process, dosage
calculations, and interaction in therapeutic care.

Health Science Technology Independent Study — 7303
Credit: 1 Grade: 12
Prerequisite: Pharmacology and teacher approval

A project-based learning experience developed by a student
or group of students and an interdisciplinary mentor team.
The project provides opportunities for an in-dept study of
Pharmacology and other areas of the health care industry.
The student or group demonstrates the ability to utilize a
variety of resources, advanced technology, and
communication skills in the development and presentation
of a project. This project-based course meets one of the
DAP measures.

Anatomy and Physiology of Human Systems - 7305
Credit: 1 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Completion of science graduation sequence
(Biology and IPC; or Biology, Chemistry, and Physic
Anatomy and Physiology is an advanced course
recommended for students with a strong interest in science
and good study skills. In this course, students conduct
laboratory investigations and fieldwork. Students will study
structures and functions of the human body and body
systems. Students investigate the body’s maintenance of
homeostasis, including biochemical and cellular aspects.
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Medical Microbiology - 7306

Credit: Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Completion of Biology and Chemistry

The student will learn the major groups of disease causing
microorganisms, their symptoms, treatment, prevention and
impact on human populations. Clinical lab identification of
similar non-pathogenic organisms will be done using
standard microbiological techniques and aseptic methods.

Pathophysiology - 7307

Credit: ¥ Grade: 11-12

In this course students conduct lab investigations and
fieldwork and make informed decisions using critical
thinking and problem solving. Students may study disease
processes and how human are affected. Emphasis is placed
on prevention and treatment of diseases.

Introduction to Biotechnology - 7308

Credit: 1 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Completion of Biology and Chemistry

An introduction to biotechnology which includes career
exploration, history, and applications of DNA/RNA
technology, molecular biology, bioethics, and laboratory
safe practices. The course is supplemented with laboratory
exercises, demonstrations and field trips that illustrate the
basic techniques of biotechnology. The course concludes
with a consideration of bioethical issues relating to this
powerful new technology. The course is 40% lab based and
uses appropriate fieldwork science inquiry. [Tech Prep
articulated course].

Hospitality & Tourism

Intro to Culinary Arts - 7221

Credit: 1 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Nutrition and Food Science 7150 and Food
Science Technology 7155

This is an introductory course providing students with an
introduction to nutrition, nutrients, digestion and
metabolism, menu planning, recipe modification, dietary
guideline and restrictions, diet, disease, and healthy cooking
techniques found in the food service industry. This course
will prepare students for further studies and careers in food
production found in hotels, health care facilities, and
restaurants [Tech Prep articulated course].

Human Services

Personal and Family Development -7231

Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: None

economics — getting the most for your money — family
relationships and self-esteem, nutrition, and food preparation,
sewing; interior design; fashion design and child
development and care. Students will work on various
projects throughout the course.
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Individual and Family Life - 7233
Credit: 72

Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to focus on personal development,
interpersonal relationships, effective individual and family
functioning, and career preparation — all within a changing
society.

Grade: 10-12

Personal Finance/Consumer & Family Economics - 7234
Credit: %3 Grade: 10-12
Prerequisite: None

This is a practical and necessary course exposes students to
information dealing with family finances, personal finances,
priorities and goals. Students will learn concepts and skills
of budgeting, purchasing, and the responsible use of credit.
This course is for any student wanting to seek responsible
independence.

Management - 7145
Credit: 72
Prerequisite: None
This course emphasizes the responsibilities of an
independent adult — management of resources, multiple
roles, career options and preparation. Focus on decision
making, problem solving and goal setting using time,
energy, and financial resources for life long learning.

Grade: 10-12

Nutrition and Food Science —7235
Credit: '3

Prerequisite: None

This lab based class concentrates on nutrition, food choices,
food management skills related today’s food choices and

Grade: 10-12

well-being. Food choices across the life cycle are addressed.

This course is a foundation course for students who also
choose to go into health occupations.

Food Science Technology -7236
Credit: %3

Prerequisite: None

This lab-based course focuses on food technology, food
preparation, and the world food supply. Students learn how
to meet the dietary needs of individuals, as well as how
technology has affected our food supply and preparation
methods. [Tech Prep articulated course.]

Grade: 10-12

Preparation for Parenting - 7232
Credit: 72

Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to provide individuals opportunities
to develop knowledge and skills in preparation to function
effectively in the role of parent or caregiver. The content
stresses parental responsibilities, child guidance techniques,
parents as positive role models; parents as their children’s
first teacher, and parenting practices that promote a child’s
development, health, safety, and well-being. Course
discussion includes managing family crises, managing
multiple roles of family members throughout the life cycle,
and career preparation.

Grade: 10-12
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Child Development -7143
Credit: %

Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to provide individuals opportunities
to develop knowledge and skills related to the development,
care, guidance, and protection of children. Instruction
addresses the principles and procedures for promoting the
physical, emotional, social, and intellectual development of
young children, including those with special needs.

Topics include career options related to the care and
education of children. This course provides students with a
basis for those seeking careers in early children education or
careers in social work.

Housing -7238
Credit: 2
Prerequisite: None
This course concentrates on the construction of the home,
taking into consideration individual needs, income,
environmental concerns related to the housing industry.

Credit: %3

Grade: 10-12

Information Technology

Computer Information Systems I (BCIS) -7402

Credit: 1 Grade: 9-12
Prerequisite: Keyboarding Skills

This course prepares student to apply technology skills to
personal/workplace business situations focused on word
processing and using the Microsoft Office Suite, This
course can count for one credit of Technology Applications.
[Tech Prep articulated course.]

Computer Information Systems II (BCIS II) -7404
Credit: 1 Grade 10-12
Prerequisite: BCIS 1

Advanced technology skills course of skills in the business
environment using workplace technology standards in
applications of word processing, spreadsheets, data bases,
telecommunications, desktop publishing, presentation
management, networking, operating systems, and emerging
technologies. Students will be using advanced level skills.
This course can count for one credit of Technology
Applications.



Computer Applications -7403
Credit: 1

Prerequisite: None

This is an exploratory course using the computer in
communication, construction, energy, power, and
transportation as well as manufacturing fields. Activities
include computer numerical control, computer-aided design
and drafting, desktop publishing, web design, multimedia,
and MS office skills. This course can count for one credit
for Technology Applications.

Grade: 9-12

Multimedia Graphics and Animation (BIMM) -7412
Credit: 1 Grade: 10-12
Prerequisite: Recommended BCIS or computer skills

This course develops proficiencies in designing, importing,
and manipulating advanced text, graphics, audio, and video
used in presentation management, multimedia productions,
publishing systems, and emerging technologies. Student
use Adobe Creative Suite including Photoshop. Course can
count for one credit of Technology Applications. [Tech Prep
articulated course.]

Web Design — Telecommunications/Networking - 7401
Credit: 1 Grade: 10-12
Prerequisite: Recommended BCIS or computer skills
Create dynamic Web pages that contain animations, sound
and video. Learn HTML and Macromedia Studio MX to
create and implement business web sites and presentations.
This course provides basic introduction to the development
and impact of web design and telecommunications. Skills
are developed in designing, creating, editing, and uploading
web pages with appropriate supervision. Course can count
for one credit of Technology Applications. [Tech Prep
articulated course.]

Business Computer Programming Oracle -7411

Credit: 1 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Algebra I and
Geometry

Students in this course receive a high-touch, high quality
learning experience of work-place skills. This business/IT
course emphasizes both high-tech and professional skills —
such as critical thinking, problem solving, debate,
negotiation, presentation and organizational skills —
necessary for future careers in the corporate world.
Students learn database design, programming, application,
and Java. This course prepares students in the Oracle
foundations with students having the option for earning
workplace certification as well as being prepared for post-
secondary education. This course can count for one credit
of Technology Applications.

Introduction to Careers in Electronics/Computer
Technology Careers - 7010
Credit: 73

Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to provide broad introductory skills
and a basic understanding of career opportunities and
training requirements in electronics/computer technology
fields.
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Grade 9-10

Introduction to Computer Maintenance Repair - 7407
Credit: 2 Grade 9-10
Prerequisite: None

This course will give students “hands-on, real-world” skills
and knowledge of basic computer maintenance and repair
and customer service

Computer Maintenance Technician I — 7408

Credit: 2 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Intro to Electricity Electronic Careers/Intro to
Computer Maintenance [1 0" grade student teacher
approved only.]

This course will give students “hands-on, real-world” skills
and knowledge of basic computer maintenance and repair
and customer service. Students also will be prepared to take
the industry based skills certification assessment, A+. The
course provides an opportunity for preparation to
transitioning to both the workplace and postsecondary
transitions. [ Tech Prep articulated course.]

Fundamentals of the Internet - 7409

Credit: ¥ Grade: 10-12
Prerequisite: None

Students learn to use the Internet to locate, transfer, and
publish information as well as learn of e-mail usage, web
browsers, search engines, information resources,
communication tools and electronic commerce. Students
also are introduced to creating web pages using HTML and
exploring operational and technical aspects of the network.
[Tech Prep articulated course.]

Law, Public Safety,
Corrections & Security

Legal Issues &Personal Finance - 7261

Credit: 72 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: None

This is an introductory course preparing students with the
knowledge and skills for dealing with legal issues of the
everyday world, including concepts of credit, rental
agreements, banking, contracts, jury duty, employment,
consumer protection, etc. This course will provide students
with the readiness for independence after high school.
Note: This course is paired with Business Law 7101

Manufacturing

Manufacturing Systems -7271

Credit: %3 Grade 10-12
Manufacturing Systems — 7273
Credit: 1 Grade 10-12

Prerequisite: None

This is an exploratory course where students learn of
common manufacturing tools, machines, materials, and
processes. This is a “hand-on” lab course exploring
organization and management of manufacturing.
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Technology Systems - 7273
Credit: 1

Prerequisite: None

This course introduces student to the application of
technology to solve problems. This is a “hands-on” course
designed to let students sample many areas of technology
systems including communication, computer application,
construction, manufacturing and energy, power and
technology used in transportation.

Grade: 9-12

Science, Technology,
Engineering & Mathematics

Physics in Context - Principles of Technology - 7001
Credit: 1 Grade: 10-12
Prerequisite: Biology and IPC; or Biology and Chemistry;
and completion of Algebra I

This “hands-on” physics course is designed to provide
students the opportunity to apply principles of force, work,
rate, resistance, energy, power, and force transformers. These
principles are applied to mechanical, fluid, thermal, and
electrical energy that are used in simple and technological
devices and equipment. Each lesson has a lab activity that
develops the concepts of each lesson for understanding. This
course can give credit for Physics.

Scientific Research and Design -7309

Credit: 1 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Completion of science graduation sequence
(Biology and IPC; or Biology, Chemistry, and Physics)

In this HST course students will be given an opportunity to
explore the scientific concepts within biology, chemistry, and
physics. Scientific Research Design will focus on the study
of living systems, organisms, the environment, structures and
properties of matter, motion, forces and energy.

Engineering Graphics — CAD - 7007

Credit: 1 Grade 10-12
Prerequisite: Computer and math skills

This is a CAD, computer aided drafting course, which
includes engineering geometry, multi-view drawings,
sectioning, pictorials, dimensioning and detail and assemble
drawings. This course prepares students for further
education in architecture and similar fields. [Tech Prep
articulated course.]

Engineering: The Digital Future - 7003

Credit: 1 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Recommended Technology Systems, Algebra
IT or concurrent enrollment.

This course introduces the concepts and practices of careers
in engineering and technical fields. The course integrates
technology, mathematics, and science into pre-engineering
activities. Students learn “real world” problem solving
skills and explore careers in the many fields of engineering.
This course gives science, math or CTE credit.
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Electricity/Electronics Technology -7002

Credit: 1 Grade: 10-12
Prerequisite: None

This is an introductory course focusing on the
characteristics, generation, storage, distribution and
application of electrical energy as well as design,
construction and application of electronic devices and
circuits. This course will provide students with a basic
knowledge of preparation for careers in the electrical, IT or
engineering fields.

Networking Essentials -7405

Credit: 1 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: Recommended Fundamentals of Networking
This is a technical lab based course designed to provide job-
specific skill development for entry-level employment in the
telecommunications industry. [ Tech Prep articulated
course. |

Digital Electronics -7006

Credit: 2

Prerequisite: Completed Algebra I
Course designed to provide core knowledge of digital circuit
technology including theory of Boolean algebra functions. .
[Tech Prep articulated course.]

Grade 11-12

DC-AC Electronics -7005
Credit: 2

Prerequisite: Algebra IT
This course is designed to provide job-specific training for
entry level employment in electronics-related careers.
Instruction includes building direct current circuits using
breadboard and printed circuits, knowledge of digital
electronic circuits, microprocessor theory and logic, and
television systems and subsystems. This is a lab-based
course. [Tech Prep articulated course.]

Grade: 11-12

Solid State Circuit Devices -7009

Credit: 2 Grade 12

Prerequisite: Completed Algebra Il and/or Concurrent
enrollment in Pre-Calculus or College Algebra with ACC
A course in digital electronics which covers number
systems, binary mathematics, digital codes and combination
logic. Emphasis is on circuit logic and troubleshooting
digital circuits. This is a lab-based course. [Tech Prep
articulated credit. ]

Auto Technician I - 7281
Credit: 1

electrical systems as well as proper use and storage of tools
of the trade. This course is for students who plan to enter
careers in the automotive industry as well as post-secondary
training in this field.

Auto Technician II - 7282
Credit: 2 |2 hr. lab]
Prerequisite: Auto Technician I
This 2-hr. lab-based course continues to build on the
foundation skills of Auto Technician I providing more in-
dept knowledge and skills of the automotive technician
field. [Tech Prep articulated course.]

Grade: 11-12

Auto Technician IIT - 7283
Credit: 2

Prerequisite: Auto Technician II
Students continue in the 2-hr. lab-based course to advance
and develop skills and knowledge needed for careers in the
areas of employment in auto engine repair and service
careers of the auto industry. Students can build skills for
taking industry specific certification tests for employment
advancement. [Tech Prep articulated course.]

Grade: 11-12
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Career Preparation
Work-based Learning

Career Preparation I — 7161

Credits: 3 Grade: 11-12
Prerequisite: 16 years of age, 11th or 12th grade,
application and interview required, completion of 1 or
more CTE courses, enrolled within the first 10 days of
school year. Teacher approval required for enrollment.
Credit requires full year enrollment.

This career preparation area is for students who are
employed in approved work-based settings involving the
following areas of career development: business, marketing,
automotive, manufacturing, communications,
communication-media, construction, electrical, electronics,
human services, and personal and protective services. This
career preparation course will provide the students with
credit from the classroom setting as well as hours of work-
site training. This course may be used for PE credit
through meeting all prerequisites and fulfilling course
requirements of work hours and continuous employment
the entire school year.

Career Preparation II — 7162
Credits: 3,

Prerequisite: DCP I

See description above. Students will continue their on-the-
job training at an approved training station site.

Grade: 12
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Special Instruction

English Survey L, 1L, IT1, IV - 1911, 1912, 1913, 1914
Prerequisite: ARD Approval

Credit: 1 each

TEKS based English instruction modified to meet the
individual learning requirements of students. The course
will focus on improving the student’s command of writing,
reading, vocabulary, comprehension and study skills
necessary for academic reading. Students will read and
respond to multiple genres from world literature.

Reading I - IV — 1931, 1932, 1933, 1934

Prerequisite: ARD Approval

Credit: 1 each

In these TEKS based reading courses students gain
competence, confidence and understanding as they practice
word recognition strategies, read frequently, set and follow
different purposes for reading, build vocabulary, practice
comprehension strategies, respond to texts, and read for
information/research and evaluate texts. All strategies are
applied in texts that cross the subject fields.

Pre Algebra I, 11, 111 -3911, 3912, 3913

Prerequisite: ARD Approval

Credit: 1 each

A TEKS based course covering mathematical content
related to numerical operations and place-value,
measurement, patterns and relations, money, probability and
statistics and problem solving with an emphasis on real-
world application of concepts.

Algebra Studies I, I1 -3914, 3915

Prerequisite: ARD Approval

Credit: 1 each

TEKS based courses covering mathematical content using
basic operations, mathematical relationships, fractions,
measurement and algebraic and geometric concepts.

Consumer Math — 3917

Prerequisite: ARD Approval

Credit: 1

A TEKS based course focusing on the use of mathematical
methods and applications to solve real life problems using
algebra, geometry, probability and statistics.

Geometric Studies - 3916

Prerequisite: ARD Approval

Credit: 1

TEKS based Geometry course modified to meet the
individual learning requirements of students. The course
places an emphasis on real world applications and
exploration of geometric principals and spatial reasoning
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including measurement concepts to find area, perimeter and
volume in problem situations.

Biology Studies —4911

Prerequisite: ARD Approval

Credit: 1

A survey of the TEKS based Biology course, with special
emphasis on improving critical thinking and scientific
problem solving skills through the study of cells, growth
and development of organisms, and ecosystems.

IPC Studies —4912

Prerequisite: ARD Approval

Credit: 1

A survey of the TEKS based Integrated Physics and
Chemistry course, with special emphasis on improving
critical thinking and scientific problem solving skills
through practical applications relating to the following
topics: properties and changes of matter, solution chemistry,
motion and waves and energy transformation.

Geology, Meteorology, and Oceanography (GMO) — 4913
Credit: 1 Grade: 11-12

A survey of the TEKS based GMO course, with special
emphasis on improving critical thinking and Scientific
problem solving skills through the study of characteristic and
conditions of the Earth; formation and history of the Earth;
plate tectonics; origin and composition of minerals and rock
and the rock cycle; processes and products of weathering;
natural energy resources; interactions in a watershed;
characteristics of oceans; characteristics of the atmosphere;
and the role of energy in weather and climate.

World Geography Survey — 2911

Prerequisite: ARD Approval

Credit: 1

A survey of the TEKS based World Geography course with
emphasis on improving a student’s understanding of the
connection of geographic systems and political, economic
and cultural patterns through the use of geographical
questions, and primary and secondary source material
including maps, photographs, graphs and diagrams.

World History Survey -2912

Prerequisite: ARD Approval

Credit: 1

A survey of the TEKS based World History course with
emphasis on improving the understanding of significant
people, events, and issues from earliest times to present in
western and other civilizations in the world through the use
of primary and secondary source material.



US History Survey- 2913

Prerequisite: ARD Approval

Credit: 1

A survey of the TEKS based US History course with
emphasis on improving the student’s understanding of the
political, economic and social issues relating to
industrialization, urbanization, major wars, domestic and
foreign policy and reform movements including civil rights.

Government Survey —2914

Prerequisite: ARD Approval

Credit: 1

A survey of the TEKS based Government course with
emphasis on improving the student’s understanding of the
structure, function and power of government at the national,
state and local levels, the US Constitution, individual rights,
and separation of powers.

Economics Survey —2915

Prerequisite: ARD Approval

Credit: 1

A survey of the TEKS based Economics course with
emphasis on improving of production, distribution of goods
and services, rights and responsibilities of consumers and
businesses, interactions of supply, demand and price and the
role of financial institutions in a free enterprises system.

Basic Computer Applications -7910

Prerequisite: ARD Approval

Credit: 1

A career and technical education course designed to teach
the basic skills of MS Office and general technical skills
found in the business setting. This course is restricted to
admittance through ARD committee. Course is taught
through business education department. Course can count
for one credit of Technology Applications

Learning Lab 9911

Prerequisite: ARD Approval

Credit: 1 Local

Learning lab is designed to provide academic guidance and
support to a variety of students. Students in Learning Lab
demonstrate the need for additional instruction, support, or
structure in their studies. Learning Lab takes the place of an
elective course but does not count towards state credit. The
Learning Lab course will cover; goal setting, time
management, note-taking, test-taking strategies, study skills
and organizational techniques. In addition to learning these
skills, students will be given time to class to work and
receive help on current assignments. Student must receive
special programs or counselor approval to register for
Learning Lab.
