Agriculture, Food & Natural Resources 

 
Agricultural Communications - 7213 
Credit: ½  Grade 10-12 
Prerequisite: None 
This course is designed to facilitate the development of fundamental oral communication skills 
used in the agricultural field.   In this course, students deepen their understanding of the 
following: communication as a process for sending and receiving oral messages; appropriate 
interpersonal communication strategies; appropriate communication in group situations; and the 
preparation, development, presentation, analysis and evaluation of speeches.  Students earn 
credit for Communication Applications. 
 

Family and Consumer Science 

Apparel - 7239 
Credit: ½  Grade: 10-12 
Prerequisite: None 
This course focuses on the fashion industry and the aspect of personal apparel choices and this 
use of one’s apparel dollar.  It includes planning and building a wardrobe and wardrobe care.  
 
Textiles - 7211 
Credit: ½  Grade: 10-12 
Prerequisite: None 
This course focuses on the history of clothing and clothing design and construction techniques.  
Skills included are marketing techniques and technology applications found in the apparel 
industry.  
 
Technology Education 
 
Communication Systems -7212 
Credit: ½  Grade 9-12 
Prerequisite: None 
This course focuses on communication systems used to compose, send, receive, and interpret 
information and ideas.  The emphasis is on visual and electronic technology.
